Letls Explore Seeds!

Seeds are the beginning of life on earth. It's where it all starts. Letés learn more about them and get creative
with them.

Seeds provide the earth with food (vegetables and fruit) and beauty (all our flowers, grasses and trees).

Many plants can grow from seeds including huge plants from tiny seeds. Can you think of any seeds that
you have seen? Why not look around your kitchen or garden and try to find as many examples of seeds as
possible?

When the seeds are planted, the gardener needs to know where each type of plant will grow. Seed signs
are used to mark where different seeds have been planted.

Gardeners harvest seeds from their plants so that they can grow again the following year. To keep them
safe they store them in seed packets. Why not make your own seed signs and seed packets?

Note to Teachers: Why not discuss seed dispersal and biodiversity with your class? Look at different fruit
and vegetables that have seeds. For more information on seeds have a look at www.irishseedsavers.ie

Scissors and sharp objects are used in this exercise. Adult supervision is advised throughout.




Earth Explorers Visual Art Idea 1: Seed Signs

Materials you will need:
Colouring pencils/pens
Card or thick paper and scissors
See through plastic/cellophane
Lollipop sticks
PVA Glue, Pritt-Stick and sticky tape
How to make:
. Make colourful pictures of the vegetables. (Picture 1)
. Cut out and glue onto some coloured card. (Picture 2)
. Attach the sign to the lollipop stick with the PVA glue. (Picture 3)
. Write the name of the vegetable onto the card.
. Cut the plastic to the same size as the sign and attach to the card with the sticky tape.
(Picture 4) Remember seed labels need to be waterproof to protect them from the rain so make
sure the edges are sealed! (Picture 5)
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Earth Explorers Visual Art Idea 2: Saving Seeds and Designing Seed Packets

Materials you will need:

Seasonal Fruit/Vegetables with seeds e.g. Watermelons, Cherries, Watercress
A kitchen knife and scissors (Be Careful!)

Artistls seed packet cut-out

Colouring pencils/pens

How to Make:
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. Cut the fruit/vegetables open and collect the seeds inside.

. Cut out the Artistls blank seed packet. (Picture 1)

. Fold (Picture 2) and glue the flaps then stick it all together. (Picture 3)

. Create a name for your seed company and write it on the front.

. Draw the fruit or vegetable on the front of the packet and colour it in. (Picture 4)
. Place the seeds inside and close over the flap.
